We
receive %requently but not casually.

Orthodox Christians who are not prepared to receive the Holy Eucharist, non-Orthodox
Christians, and non-Christians are welcome to come forward at the conclusion of the Divine
Liturgy to receive the Antidoron, which is blessed bread, and to join us in fellowship.
